Due to the mission of SVF Foundation we are very concerned about excluding diseases
transmitted from parent to offspring-be they inherited or infectious. We expect your veterinarian to
conduct a more thorough exam than is required for a health certificate. Our staff will consult with

your veterinarian about these details.
